· the differentiation between sponsors is: gold sponsors (contributions in cash or in kind equal to or greater than 5,000 Euros - or equivalent in BHD), silver sponsors (contributions in cash or nature equal to or greater than 2,000 Euros and less than 5,000 Euros - or equivalent in BHD), sponsors (contributions in cash or in kind less than 2,000 Euros or equivalent in BHD);
· the order of presentation of the sponsors: within the same category, the sponsors' logos will be presented according to the amount of the contribution in descending order from left to right. The logos of the gold sponsors will be submitted first and will be larger than the logos of the other sponsors. Silver sponsor logos will be presented immediately after gold sponsor logos and will be larger than sponsor logos;
· the fact that the acceptance of this expression of interest is subject to the evaluation of the Embassy that will not take into consideration expressions of interest from subjects whose activities may constitute a source of prejudice or damage to the image – even potential – of the activities of the Italian Embassy in Manama or that may prove to be contrary to the general principles of the legal system.

PART III - GROUNDS FOR EXCLUSION
A: Grounds for exclusion relating to criminal convictions
Any economic operators/sponsors who have been given a final criminal sentence, in Italy or in the country where the Italian National day is celebrated for one or more of the following reasons are excluded from the possibility to sponsor the National day of the Republic of Italy:
· partaking in a criminal organization;
· corruption;
· fraud;
· terrorist offences or offences related to terrorist activities;
· money laundering or terrorist financing;
· child labour and other forms of trafficking in human beings; any other offence from which it is impossible to contract with the public administration.
The relevant conditions for exclusion are those provided for by the Italian law, as well as:
· in the Member States of the European Union, the conditions indicated in the national legislation transposing Article 57 of Directive 2014/24/EU;
· in countries outside the European Union, the equivalent situations provided for by local criminal law.
The same exclusion applies in the event of a final criminal conviction issued no more than 5 years ago (or after which a period of exclusion established by the judgment is still applicable) against the management or supervisory bodies or any person who has powers of representation, decision-making or control in the Economic operators/sponsors.

B: Grounds relating to the payment of taxes or social security contributions 
Economic operators who have not fulfilled all the obligations relating to the payment of taxes, fees or social security contributions, in the country where they are established, in Italy and in the country where the contract is carried out are excluded from participation in the selection.

C: Grounds related to insolvency, conflict of interest or professional misconduct
Economic operators are excluded from participation in the selection process if they
1. have failed to comply with obligations relating to health and safety at work, environmental, social and labour law.
2. are in a situation, even if only of assessment, of:
·  insolvency, liquidation, arrangement with creditors, receivership or other similar situation; 
· ceased activity.
3. have been guilty of serious professional misconduct;
4. have entered into agreements with other economic operators aimed at distorting competition; 
5. have a conflict of interest related to participation in the present sponsorship procedure;
6. have provided advice to the Embassy of Italy in Manama or have participated in the preparation of the sponsorship procedure; 
7. have had a previous public contract terminated prematurely or have already been awarded damages or other penalties in relation to a previous public contract.
8. The economic operator-sponsor herby confirms: 
a) not to have been grossly guilty of misrepresentation in providing the information required to verify the absence of grounds for exclusion or compliance with the selection criteria, 
b) not to have concealed such information, 
c) to have been able to transmit without delay the additional documents requested by a public Sponsee, 
d) not to have attempted to unduly influence the decision-making process of a public Sponsee, not to have attempted to obtain confidential information which may grant them an advantage in the sponsorship procedure, not to have provided misleading information which may have a significant influence on decisions concerning the sponsorship procedure.

D: Grounds for exclusion provided for by Italian law and equivalent situations provided for by the law of the country where the sponsorship is carried out 
The economic operator hereby confirms that none of the below applies:
1) there are grounds for disqualification, suspension or prohibition under anti-mafia legislation;
2) is subject to infiltration by organised crime;
3) has been subject to a prohibition from carrying out the activity or to any other sanction involving a prohibition on contracting with the public administration;
4) has been registered by the National Anti-Corruption Authority for having submitted false declarations or false documentation for the purpose of issuance of the certificate of qualification, for the period during which the enrolment lasts;  
5) has violated the prohibition of fiduciary registration; 
6) has failed to comply with the rules on the right to work of disabled people; 
7) was a victim of crimes of bribery and extortion committed by organized crime or by those who intended to facilitate the activity of organised crime and there is no case of necessity or legitimate defense, and has failed to report the facts to the judicial authority;
8) is in relation to another participant in the same award procedure, in a situation of control or in any relationship, even de facto, if the situation of control or the relationship means that the tenders are attributable to a single decision-making centre;
9) has entered into employment or self-employment contracts and, in any case, has assigned tasks to former employees of the Sponsee who have ceased their employment relationship for less than three years and who in the last three years of service have exercised authoritative or negotiating powers on behalf of the Principal vis-à-vis the same economic operator (pantouflage or revolving door).

PART IV - SELECTION CRITERIA
The Sponsor has to meet all the selection criteria required in call Prot. 181P dated 25.3.2024 for expressions of interest for collaboration on the occasion of the National day of the Italian Republic (June 2nd, 2026) organized by the Embassy of Italy in Manama.

PART V - FINAL DECLARATIONS
The undersigned(s) formally declare that the information contained in parts II to IV is true and correct and that the undersigned(s) is/are aware of the consequences, including of a criminal nature, of a serious false declaration, provided for by Italian and local law.
The undersigned(s) hereby certify the lack of the grounds for exclusion provided for in Part III and the possession of the requirements referred to in Part IV.
The undersigned(s) formally authorize(s) the Sponsee, referred to in Part I, to carry out checks with the competent local authorities on the truthfulness of the declarations made on the requirements.
The undersigned accepts without reservation or exception the provisions and conditions contained in the call Prot. 181P dated 25.3.2024 for expressions of interest for collaboration on the occasion of the National day of the Italian Republic (June 2nd, 2026) organized by the Embassy of Italy in Manama, which is an integral part thereof.

NOTICE ON THE PROTECTION OF NATURAL PERSONS WITH REGARD TO THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA (EU REGULATION 2016/679, ARTICLE 13)

The processing of personal data is inspired by the principles of lawfulness, fairness and transparency, in order to safeguard the fundamental rights and freedoms of natural persons. To this end, the following information is provided:

2. The Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs appoints a person responsible for the protection of personal data who, should there be any queries or complaints, can be contacted at the following address: (Ministero degli Affari Esteri e della Cooperazione Internazionale, Piazzale della Famesina 1, 00135 ROMA, tel 0039 0636911 (operator), email: rpd@esteri.it; PEC: rpd@cert.esteri.it).
3. The requested personal data are needed for the selection of the economic operator whom the contract will be awarded to.
4. The provision of the data is an obligation provided for by the Italian legislation and the refusal to provide the requested data will result in the exclusion from the selection procedure or from the contract award procedure.
5. The personal data processing will be made by hand or by electronic means by specially appointed staff.
6. The data will be transmitted to internal and external controlling authorities within the MAECI. By signing the present notice, the person gives his/her consent to the transmission of the data to the relevant local authorities as well, to the purpose of verifying them and of publishing the essential elements of the contract on the website of the contracting authority in line with the Italian regulations on the transparency of public contracting activity.
7. The data are stored for a maximum of 5 years’ time, starting from when the contract has been terminated for completion of the execution or for other reason, including the resolution of the contract for non-compliance. This deadline is suspended in case of legal proceedings are initiated.
8. The data subject has the right to have access to his/her personal data and to have them rectified. In these cases, the data subject shall submit an appropriate request to the addresses in 1., and inform the one responsible for the data protection at the MAECI at the addresses in 2..
9. The data subject, should he deem that his/her rights have been infringed, can lodge a complaint to the person responsible for the data protection at the MAECI.
